2012 GEARTECH Central Region Rally Series 
 
 
PREAMBLE 
 
MotorSport NZ in association with the Central Region Rally Panel hereby declares the 
following Articles to be those governing Competitors in the 2012 GEARTECH Central Region 
Rally Series.  
 
The Series is held under a MotorSport New Zealand S anctioning Permit No: 9018 
 
The Series is organised and held in accordance with the MotorSport NZ National Sporting 
Code, the Standing Regulations and any Supplementary Regulations applicable to and 
issued by the Organising / Inviting Club of each Round of the Series. 
 
These articles are at all times to be read in conjunction with:  
 

�  The National Sporting Code (NSC), and its appropriate Appendices and 
Schedules  

 
�  The Technical Regulations - MotorSport New Zealand Appendix Two, Schedule 

A, and 
 
�  The Event Supplementary Regulations as issued by the Organising / Inviting 

club/s. 
 
 
1 INTERPRETATIONS 
 
In these Articles, the definition of terms used within this Schedule shall be referenced from 
the National Sporting Code, and as detailed below:  
 
”The Series”  means the “2012 GEARTECH Central Region Rally Series”; and  
 
“The Panel”  means the “Central Region Rally Panel” administering the Series.  The Panel 
consists of a Chairman, Secretary/Treasurer, and Series Coordinator, elected by Central 
Region member clubs, and 
 
“Round Organiser”  means the Motorsport NZ member club organising a Rally which is a 
Round of the Series; and 
 
“Motorsport NZ”  or “MSNZ”  means Motorsport New Zealand Incorporated; and 
 
“National Sporting Code”  or “NSC” means the National Sporting Code issued by 
MotorSport NZ from time to time; and 
 
“Round”  means each Rally the results of which qualify for points in the Series, and 
 
The “Standing Regulations”  mean the regulations applicable to all Rounds of the Series  
as prescribed by MotorSport NZ pursuant to the NSC, Article 7, and 
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“Supplementary Regulations”  means so far as they are applicable to the Series the 
Standard Regulations set out in Appendix Three, Schedule R  to the National Sporting Code 
together with the Supplementary Regulations issued by the inviting club; and 
 
“Leg”  means each part of the Rally, separated by a fixed minimum stopping time, and 
 
The “Driver”  means any person who has entered and drives a competing car in the Series, 
and 
 
The “Co-Driver”  means any person who entered and co-drives a competing car in the 
Series. 
 
 
2 OBJECTS 
 
2.1 To promote and encourage competitors to participate in a series within their locality 

aimed at increasing their profile prior to contesting events at a higher level. 
 
2.2 To create worthwhile individual sponsorship opportunities within an enjoyable and 

relaxed competition in the spirit of rallying. 
 
 
3 ELIGIBILITY 
 
3.1 All Drivers and Co-Drivers shall hold a National Rally Grade Competition Licence or 

higher and both shall be current full financial members of a MotorSport NZ affiliated 
Club.   All Drivers and Co-Drivers must satisfy the entry requirements of each Round 
Organiser.   

 
3.1.1 If the Entrant is other than the driver, an Entrant’s Licence is required in the name of 

the Entrant. 
 
3.1.2 To qualify for the Series points, the registered Driver and registered Co-driver must 

reside in the North Island of New Zealand. 
 
3.1.3 Competitors who are not registered to receive points in terms of Article 6 will be 

deemed "non-existent" for the purposes of point’s allocation and all registered 
competitors shall have their placing improved accordingly. 

 
3.1.4 All Registered Competitors who enter a round, are automatically entered into the 

series for the overall and class points, but to retain points for the overall title and  
class titles a competitor must have done a minimum of 3 rounds  from all the rounds 
that make up the series. 

 
3.2 Vehicle Eligibility: Eligibility shall be for competing vehicles which comply with the 

specifications set out in the current Motorsport Manual Appendix Two, Schedule A. 
 
3.2.1 All Competitors shall agree to submit their vehicle for eligibility / safety scrutineering 

inspections as and when required by the appointed Series Scrutineer, and/or a 
MotorSport NZ licensed Technical Officer. Any costs incurred during disassembly of 
components shall be met and accepted by the Competitor.  

 
3.2.2 Official Series Seals may be applied by the Series Scrutineer to components and/or 

assemblies of components in compliance with Appendix Two, Schedule A, Article 3.7. 
All seals shall be clearly detailed in the vehicles MotorSport NZ logbook. 
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3.3 Classes:  The following classes will be recognized for the Series: 
 

·  Class A 0- 1400cc 
·  Class B 1401-1850cc (2WD) 
·  Class C 1851cc and over (2WD) 
·  Class D 4WD – manufactured after Jan.1st 1996 and all 4WD not eligible for 

Class E 
·  Class E 4WD – Pre 1996 

 
3.3.1 Class E – Eligibility:  Series production Four Wheel Drive (4WD) saloon of a Make 

and Model first produced before 31 December 1995: 
 

·  Vehicle must retain  original Make and Model type engine block 
·  Vehicle must retain original suspension mounting points and suspension type 

 
3.4 It is the competitor's responsibility to ensure that the correct class is entered on the 

Round entry form and the result sheet. 
 
3.5 The Panel shall retain the right of determination as to which class a registered driver 

or co-driver is entered in. Any competitor may seek clarification from the Panel prior 
to lodging the Series Registration Form.  

 
 
4 SERIES STRUCTURE 
 
4.1 The Series shall comprise of the following Rounds:

4 27th October 2012 Rally Wairarapa Inc  – Day Breaker Rally

(d) Ensure correct placement of decals on competing vehicles. 
 
(e) Act in the capacity as a Competitor Relations Officer (as detailed in National 

Sporting Code Article 88) for the Series competitors. 
 
Who may have deputies and assistants to whom they may delegate any of their 
responsibilities and authorities by way of notice posted on the official notice board at 
each Round.

Code and who is responsible for and authorised on the Panel’s behalf to: 
 
(a) Deal with all technical matters pertaining to the Series; and 
 
(b) Inspect any competing vehicle within the Series in order to ascertain 

compliance with the technical regulations; and 
 
(c) Assist competitors with technical inquiries relative to the technical regulations 

applicable to their vehicle; and 
 
(d) Undertake the duties of a Technical Judge (NSC 86(d)) with respect to weights 

and measures; and 
 
Who may have deputies and assistants to whom they may delegate any of their 
responsibilities and authorities by way of notice posted on the official notice board at 
each Round.

Who shall have the authority of a Series Secretary and receive series registrations. 
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6 SERIES REGISTRATION 
 
6.1 Registration for the Series is to be made by Drivers and Co-drivers separately from 

entry to each Round.  Registration for the Series is to be made on the Series 
Registration Form and must be made to the Panel Secretary/Treasurer for 
acceptance. 

 
6.1.2 Competitors shall be registered for the Series PRIOR to the close of documentation, 

of Round One, to gain points for that event.  Final registrations for the Series close at 
the close of documentation for the second event of the Series held. 

 
6.1.3 Entry for each Round of the Series is to be made on the Round Organisers’ event 

entry form. 
 
6.1.4 It is the responsibility of the competitor to obtain the necessary entry forms for each 

Round and complete them in accordance with the Supplementary Regulations for 
that Round. 

 
6.2 Registration for the Series will become effective, once approved, from the date of 

receipt of registration form, including payment, by the Panel Secretary/Treasurer. 
 

Note:  Points for the Series will only be awarded for Rounds entered after the date of 
receipt of registration. 

 
6.2.1 Registration Fee: – $25.00 for each Crewmember (Driver and Co-driver). 
 
 
7 SERIES ENTRY 
 
7.1 The Panel reserves the right to either cancel or amend any Rounds due to force 

majeure without affecting in any way its power to award any title. 
 
7.2 By entering the Series all Drivers and Co-Drivers agree to comply with these Articles 

and the National Sporting Code and thereby become eligible for the awards and other 
benefits available under these Articles. 

 
7.3 Series registered competitors will have preference on the reserve list of any Round. 
 
 
8 POINTS  
 
8.1 Competitors points from ALL  Rounds will count and Driver’s and Co-drivers points 

ARE NOT transferable between classes. 
 
8.1.1 Should a driver/co-driver change classes during the season, points from both classes 

shall be accumulated towards overall Drivers/Co-drivers Points.  
 
8.1.2 Should a competitor no longer be eligible for the series, the competitor will retain 

points earned up until the time of ineligibility. 
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8.2 Points  for each class, based on overall class placing in each Round, will be allocated 
to the Drivers and Co-Drivers.  

 
1st 32  11th 10 
2nd 27  12th   9 
3rd 23  13th   8 
4th 20  14th   7 
5th 18  15th   6 
6th 16  16th   5 
7th 14  17th   4

 1 point to all other registered drivers and co-drivers who start in each class. 
  

Note:   A “Start” in the event is as defined in the National Sporting Code. 
 
8.2.1  In addition, bonus points will be added to points gained overall based on Central 

Region registered drivers and co-drivers only overall position in final results of each 
round as follows: 

 
·  5 points 1st to 5th overall 
·  4 points 6th to 10th overall 
·  3 points 11th to 15th overall 
·  2 points 16th to 20th overall 
·  1 point 21st to 25th overall 

 
8.3 Determination of Ties:  Should a "dead heat" occur in any Round of the Series, the 

points allocated to the position "dead heated" and the next following position(s) in the 
Rally will be added together and equally divided between the competitors concerned. 

 
8.3.1 In the event of a "tie" in the final points tally of the Series for any placing, the best 

placing shall be determined by reference to the greater number of superior positions 
won in the various categories from which the points derive  (e.g. the number of first 
places, then the number of second places etc). 

 
8.3.2 In the event that the previous paragraphs (8.3 and 8.3.1) above prove ineffective in 

determining a winner, then the Central Region Rally Panel shall, after taking into 
account such considerations as they deem to be desirable, either declare a winner or 
declare two or more competitors (as may be appropriate) to be the equal winners of 
the Series or class. 

 
 
9 AWARDS 
 
9.1 At each Round registered Drivers and Co-drivers will be appropriately recognized for 

that event. 
 
9.2 Drivers/Co-drivers must be present at the prize giving to be eligible to collect a trade 

prize.  Should the prize winner not be present then his/her prize will transfer to the 
next place getter. 

 
9.3 Final Prize giving: This will be held in conjunction with the final round of the Series.

9.3.1 To be eligible for series prizes, Drivers & Co-Drivers must be registered for the 2012 
GEARTECH Central Region Rally Series, and have started three rounds  of the 
series. 

 
9.4 Titles:  At the Annual General Meeting the following awards will be made: 
 

(1) Drivers 
 

(a) Series Award:  This title shall be awarded to the registered Driver 
nominated on the Series registration form who has gained the highest 
aggregate number of points in the Series, regardless of class.  The Series 
Award winner will receive: 

 
·     The Central Region Rally Series Winners Trophy 
·     Series Trophy and Certificate, and 
·     Free entry to all Rounds of the 2013 Series. 

 
(b) Class Awards: These titles shall be awarded to the registered drivers 

nominated on the Series registration form who have gained the highest 
aggregate number of points in the Series in their respective classes. (See 
3.3 for classes).  The Class Winning Drivers (except overall Series 
Winner) will receive: 

 
·  Series Trophy and Certificate, and 
·  50% free entry to all Rounds of the 2013 Series. 

 
Note:  If a Class Winner does not uplift their subsidized entry to any Series 
Round for the following season, it is deemed to be forfeited and is non 
transferable.  In the event of a tie in any of the classes or overall, the series and 
class awards will be shared between the winners, e.g. If a tie for overall winner 
then both competitors get 50% entry each. 

 
(2) Co-drivers 

 
(a) Co-drivers Award:   This title shall be awarded to the registered Co-driver 

who has gained the highest aggregate number of points in the Series, 
regardless of class.  The Series winning Co-Driver will receive: 

 
·  The Mike Gibbs Trophy 
·  Series Trophy and Certificate 

 
(b) Class Awards .  These titles shall be awarded to the registered co-drivers 

nominated on the Series registration form who have gained the highest 
aggregate number of points in the series in their respective classes. (See 
3.3 for classes).  The Class Winning Co-Drivers will receive: 

 
·  Series Trophy and Certificate. 
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9.5 Rookie Driver of the Year: This title shall be awarded to the registered driver 
nominated on the Series registration form (who may have competed in no more than 
two Rallies in previous seasons), who has gained the highest number of aggregate 
points in the Series, regardless of class.  The Rookie Driver of the Year will receive: 

 
·  Series Trophy and Certificate 
·  50% free entry to all Rounds of the 2013 Series.   

 
9.5.1 Rookie Co-Driver of the Year: This title shall be awarded to the registered co-driver 

nominated on the Series registration form (who may have competed in no more than 
two Rallies in previous seasons), who has gained the highest number of aggregate 
points in the Series, regardless of class.  The Rookie Co-Driver of the Year will 
receive the Series Trophy and Certificate. 

 
9.6 Club Trophy: The two highest placed registered Drivers from each club, in each 

Round, will have their overall Driver points count towards the trophy, regardless of 
class. This is for Central Region Rally clubs only. 

 
9.7 Don Locke Memorial Trophy: In memory of a long standing Central Region 

Competitor tragically killed on 25th November 1998, in a car accident at Atiamuri 
while travelling to work. Don was a loyal supporter of "Class C" and overall Series 
Winner in 1996. 

 
Don's memorial trophy should be awarded annually to the Driver or Co-driver whom 
the Timing Crews (or the Panel in their absence) feel most embodies the spirit of 
"Class C" Rallying, not necessarily by winning the Class overall. 

 
 
10 DECALS 
 
10.1 All competing vehicles and drivers overalls must keep reserved the spaces in clauses 

10.1.1 and 10.1.2. 
 
10.1.1 For a vehicle to start an event the Series Sponsor decal must be in the space 

designated A1 as illustrated in the current NZ Motorsport Manual. 
 
10.1.2 Te be eligible for points all registered Drivers and Co-drivers must affix the sponsors 

cloth patches to their overalls in the position displayed in illustration Rc1 in schedule 
R(2) in the current NZ Motorsport Manual. 

 
10.1.3 If either the cloth patches or vehicle decals are missing at any time of a random 

check by a CRRS Series Official, this will be reported to the Clerk of Course for 
further action. 

 
10.1.4 The Series Sponsor advertising will be supplied by the Series Coordinator. 
 
10.2 The names of the Driver and the Co-driver and nearest town must appear on the rear 

side windows of the car. Driver’s names and nearest town in white, maximum height 
100mm in upper and lower case Helvetica bold type face. 
 
Note:  Competitors are reminded that some events may require a tracking number to 
be placed on the rear side window also. 
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11 EVENT ORGANISERS REQUIREMENTS 
 
11.1 Organisers must reserve advertising space A1 as illustrated in the current NZ 

Motorsport Manual on all competitors’ vehicles for the series sponsor’s decals. 
 
11.2 The Series Sponsor would also like the use of B1 when this space is available 
 
11.3 Organisers must include one of the following two clauses in their Supplementary 

Regulations: 
“To gain access to the pre start area all competition numbers, series and event 
sponsors decals must be in place as per the GEARTECH Central region Rally series 
Articles and the event Supplementary Regulations” 
Or 
“To gain access to the pre start area all series sponsor decals must be in place as 
per the GEARTECH Central Region Rally Series articles and the event 
Supplementary Regulations.” 

 
11.4 Organisers must appropriately recognize the Central Region Rally Series competitors 

at the end of each of their events. 
 
11.5 Organisers must ensure that Series registered competitors have preference on the 

reserve list of any round. 
 
11.6 The sponsors banners will be displayed at documentation venues, start and finish 

ramps, prize giving and after event functions for all rounds of the Central Region 
Rally Series. Event Organisers are to ensure a suitable and conspicuous space is 
made available for this purpose. 

 
11.7 Event Organisers are also required to ensure a suitable and conspicuous place is 

made available for the Central Region Rally banner. 
 
11.8 Event Organisers are to provide on request accommodation for up to two series 

officials, to enable them to carry out their duties.
